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70 and Older Eligible for COVID-19 Vaccination Starting March 23 
Update to York Region health care providers as of March 22, 2021 

On March 23, 2021, at 8:30 a.m. York Region will expand the eligibility for COVID-19 vaccines to all those 

70 years of age and older (born in 1951 or earlier.) In addition, on March 15, 2021 we expanded eligibility to 

all High Priority health care workers, as defined in the Province of Ontario’s vaccine distribution plan. This 

means that all health care workers that see patients or clients in person are now eligible to receive a COVID-19 

vaccine.  

All eligible individuals can book an appointment at york.ca/COVID19Vaccine. York Region Public Health is 

working with our local health care partners to provide COVID-19 vaccines at the following clinic locations: 

• NEW LOCATION – Aaniin Community Centre located in the City of Markham, operated by York 

Region Public Health (opening Tuesday, March 23, 2021) 

• Cornell Community Centre located in the City of Markham, operated by Eastern York Region North 

Durham (EYRND) Ontario Health Team (OHT) 

• Cortellucci Vaughan Hospital located in the City of Vaughan, operated by Mackenzie Health 

• Georgina Ice Palace located in the Town of Georgina, operated by York Region Public Health 

• Maple Community Centre located in the City of Vaughan, operated by York Region Public Health 

• Ray Twinney Recreation Complex located in the Town of Newmarket, operated by Southlake 

Regional Health Centre 

• Richmond Green Sports Centre located in the City of Richmond Hill, operated by York Region Public 

Health  

Those eligible in previous priority groups are still able to get vaccinated if they haven’t already, including long -

term care and retirement home staff. A complete list of eligible individuals can be found at 

york.ca/COVID19Vaccine. 

COVID-19 vaccine second dose interval extended to 16 weeks 

The Ministry of Health recently announced the province will be following recommendations made by Canada’s 

National Advisory Committee on Immunization (NACI) to increase the interval between all Health Canada 

approved COVID-19 vaccines to up to 16 weeks. 

Effective immediately as required by the Ministry of Health, any pre-booked second dose appointments will be 

rescheduled approximately 16 weeks after the first appointment. People currently booking their first 

appointment are automatically booked for a second appointment 16 weeks following the first.  

The following high-priority groups will continue to receive the vaccine at the initial recommended intervals (21 

days for Pfizer-BioNTech and 28 days for Moderna): 

• Residents of long-term care homes, retirement homes, elder care lodges and assisted living facilities 

• Remote and isolated First Nation communities (currently supported by Operation Remote Immunity)
