PUTTING ON PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT
COVID-19 Droplet/Contact Precautions

Under current enhanced COVID-19 requirements, all staff must wear a medical mask at the start and during their shift. Protective eyewear is
required anytime a physical distance of 2 metres cannot be maintained. Droplet/Contact precautions must be followed by all persons who
provide direct care, may come into contact with the resident environment, and/or are in close contact with the resident for more than 15
minutes such as nursing, PSWs, EVS, dietary, recreational staff and visitors. PPE must be removed immediately and disposed of into an
appropriate receptacle, after a close contact and/or interaction with a resident.

As part of the enhanced COVID-19
1 measures, you will already be wearing
a clean mask and clean eye protection

When a mask becomes soiled or wet, replace it.

2 Perform hand hygiene

3 Put on gown

4 Put on gloves
