Novel Coronavirus Case Definition Updated by Ministry of Health

New case definition effective February 7, 2020

On February 7, 2020, Ontario’s Ministry of Health updated the case definition for novel coronavirus
(2019-nCoV).

2019-nCoV case definition, as of February 7, 2020:

The case definition now includes a person with: fever AND/OR onset of cough OR difficulty breathing
AND any of the following:
e Travel to mainland China (expanded from Hubei province) in the 14 days before onset of
illness OR
o Close contact with a confirmed or probable case of 2019-nCoV OR
o Close contact with a person with acute respiratory illness who has been to mainland China
(expanded from Hubei province) within 14 days prior to their iliness onset
